Stewart’s Melville College has 
a FANTASTIC track record 
of producing Scotland squad 
players at every age group 
who regularly go on to play 
professional RUGBY.
There were over 20 players involved in 
various age group representative squads 
last season, which also saw Stewart’s 
Melville College win the U18 Cup at 
Murrayfi eld.
The FP Rugby Club is the natural 
club for all children leaving SMC to 
further enhance their sports career, 
whether that is for for representative 
honours or for social rugby. We are 
in the enviable position as a club that 
the school, along with the Lions mini 
section, produces some of the best 
talent in Scottish rugby.
This level of success has not been 
replicated at the Senior Club. The 
number of players who have progressed 
to further representative honours after 
leaving SMC isn’t as high as it should 
be. In order to overcome this, the FP 

Rugby Club are now establishing Club 
1874 to take us back to where we 
belong - namely, the upper echelons of 
Premier One, the top fl ight of Scottish 
rugby.

We want our players back...
Getting back into Premier One is our 
fi rst priority and will bring numerous 
benefi ts to the Club - not least the 
fact that former SMC pupils currently 
in the professional squads can come 
back and play for us when they are not 

playing for their professional sides. 
This, in turn, will give our rugby 

supporters the chance to watch 
them up close and personal, and 

mingle with them in our club 
house after home games. It 
would help attract a bigger 
attendance at our games, 
make it easier to retain 
our best players and 

encourage more rugby 
players leaving the school to 

come and play for their Club.

•  Establishing a player 
exchange programme with 
clubs in countries where 
we already have strong 
links such as New Zealand, 
Canada and Australia.
